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Put together your own pet first aid Kkit.

If your pet is on any long-term medication plan ahead to have extra medica-
tion on hand, For example, pets that are diabetic, have heart conditions,
epilepsy, thyroid conditions and/or kidney issues will need their medication
every day! Here is a quick list of the basic items needed for your Kkit:

1 Disposable gloves
Magnifying glass
1 Tweezers
1 Scissors
Muzzle or roll of gauze for making a muzzle
1 Styptic powder or sticks
1 Kwik stop or cornstarch
Strong narrow beam flashlight or penlight
1 Rectal thermometer
1 Cotton swabs
Cotton balls
1 Clean towels - both paper and cloth
1 Honey
1 Bandaging materials including non stick telfa
1 Gauze pads
First aid tape
1 Band-aids for us
_ Roll gauze and vet-wrap
Instant cold and warm packs
1 Other medicines such as: disinfectant for washing wounds
] Triple antibiotic ointment for skin
Pepto-Bismol
1 Immodium
1 Benadryl (diphenhydramine)
Cortisone spray or cream
1 Buffered aspirin
1 Swiss army knife
Peroxide
1 Hand sanitizer
1 Extra plastic bags
